Orthostatic Intolerance
Suspension Trauma
Harness-induced pathology

RESCUE

Rescue Plan: A strategy or procedure,
planned in advance, to retrieve a person
safely who has fallen from an elevated
work surface and is suspended in a full
body harness, to include self-rescue or
mechanically aided rescue.

This plan must be documented!
This plan must be communicated!

RESCUE

OSHA found that company X did not have
procedures and equipment in place for the prompt
rescue of employees working at heights. The
contractor's emergency response plan did not
ensure that proper rescue equipment and trained

personnel were readily available if needed.

As a result, OSHA issued a citation with a
$56,000 fine for this willful violation.
